
 COVID-19 UPDATE FROM NORTH ELBA SUPERVISOR JAY RAND 

May 17, 2020 

Dear Citizens of North Elba, 

 

This week’s letter includes many positive updates regarding reopening. These are possible because 

of your diligence. As a community we have pulled together to follow NYS COVID-19 guidelines 

to slow the spread. We must hold strong to continue this progress. Our physical, emotional and 

economic health depend on it.   

 

The big news as you have all heard is that the North Country Region has met all seven requirements 

to slow the virus’s spread. Consequently, industries and businesses listed within Phase 1 (includes 

construction, manufacturing and select retail (with curbside pickup)) were permitted to reopen 

with safety guidelines. Businesses must develop a written Safety Plan outlining how its workplace 

will prevent the spread of COVID-19. A template is available on the website.  

 

The North Country Chamber of Commerce is providing informational webinars for all businesses 

in preparation of reopening. This week’s offerings include information for restaurants and 

food/beverage service, lodging and accommodations, and manufacturing. You can also view the 

recorded trainings from last week which included Construction Safety Resource Officer.  

 

In two weeks if no spikes occur and the seven requirements are held firm, Phase 2 can begin with 

the governor’s orders. This phase includes professional services, finance and insurance, retail, 

administrative support, and retail estate/rental leasing.  

 

This week has included a substantial increase in testing. Essential workers are encouraged to get 

tested.

As of Monday, May 18th the Lake Placid Village and Town of North Elba Main Offices will 

reopen. Only the immediate foyer area will be open for walk-in visitors. The upper floors will 

remain closed but may be accessed by appointment. Appointments can be made by calling the 

appropriate Village or Town office. Social distancing and masks are required.

The Recycling Center had a very successful opening week under their new operating guidelines.

commercial business. They will allow vehicles to back into the building to unload (not permitted 

other days.) The current schedule is:  

General public: Tuesday and Saturday (8:00 a.m. – 4:15 p.m.) 

Commercial business: Wednesday (8:00 a.m. – 4:15 p.m.)

Local grants have been made to Lake Placid Central School to provide fresh fruits and 

vegetables, meats, cleaning supply and basic household needs assistance to area families whose
