The following is a brief summary of activities that have taken place this week in the Town of North Elba that pertain to Covid-19:
· As most of you realize the Recycle Center at the Transfer Station has been closed due to health concerns in regard to the Covid -19 Virus. A temporary moratorium was issued this week by NY State. Essex County will not be accepting recyclables through April 30, 2020 by private individuals. If possible please hold your recyclables until it is safe for our center to reopen.

· Playgrounds/Equipment have been taped off to prohibit use by children and also to discourage parental gatherings in order to prevent the spread of the Covid -19 Virus, which can survive on metal and other surfaces for multiple days. The parks do remain open for walking and exercise, but social distancing must be maintained.

· The LP Village Tennis Courts have been locked until further notice.

· New signs have been made and placed at all of the aforementioned locations.

· Per a directive from NYS Boat Launches have been ordered closed. This includes the LP Village and DEC sites.

· Golf courses that had been permitted controlled use are now deemed unessential and must be temporarily closed.

· A letter from the NE Town Board to discourage the rental and use of Short-Term Rentals (STR’s) was posted on Town and Village sites and in local Newspapers.

· Per a Governmental Order US and NYS flags have been lowered to half- mast in honor of the victims of the Coronavirus pandemic.

· The IDA Website is posted on the Essex county Website www.co.essex.ny.us and offers businesses assistance and guidance. Links and information are on the first page of the website with updates daily.
